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Observing the artistic work of Stella Kapezanou, we find ourselves looking voyeuristically through a keyhole, drunken from the colors of her canvases.
In her artistic journey so far, she presents well-directed figures full of meaning and allusions, walking the line between fantasy and reality, consumerism
and romance, like a transfer of the viewer in an erotic party of lavishing irony that never ends.

One is impressed by the methodology she applies until the final result, when she directs and photographs the silhouettes as the main references of the
artistic body - while for depicting on the canvases she revolves and maneuvers beyond the primary idea, in order to interpret aptly but finely nuanced
the powerful meanings of her work. The intense dynamics spreading throughout the spectrum of her artistic charm, will not be absorbed at all by the
daring color palette she chooses when they invoke all the importance of its conceptual content to the surface. The configuration of its meanings remains
so strong and obvious, even in its details.

Nevertheless, in her solo exhibition hosted at The Edit Gallery in Cyprus, Kapezanou makes an unpredictable shift, from her impeccable directing with
tableau vivant techniques and photorealism to a more sensitive, tender and discreet form in its meanings. Skin, female curves, beasts and nudes, deify
the power of female encouragement in Kapezanou’s world, removing the male figure and presence that we observed in her previous works. The artist
reveals to the art-loving public another aspect of her artistic talent, maintaining her technically excellent painting qualities, incorporating collages but
also presenting for the first time ceramic sculptures.

In order to understand the creative translocation in the new series of her artworks, we identify the impetuous self-control that extend across the thematic
as a whole. Femininities looming over, full of confidence and vigorous quality, looking at the viewer with a feeling of abundance and completion,
finalizing the special radiance of Kapezanou. In this series of artworks we perceive more of an invisible side of the female self, expanded with subtle
movements in the delicate ambitions of the artist’'s gestures.

The title of the exhibition is deafening, so evolving, so empowering and at the same time arrogantly charming: Let Them Stare.
